HISTORY  

 
The birth of modified racing can be traced back to as early as 1902 at Daytona 
Beach, FL. In 1947 the National Association for Stock Car Auto Racing first race 
was at a Daytona Beach course that was held on the hard-packed sand beach 
and along paved public highway.  Men were driving cars at shocking speeds on 
the sand beaches of Daytona and up in the winding roads of the Southern Ap-
palachians, moon shiners drove supped-up cars to haul their illegal products to 
markets in the flatlands. This produced an unlikely training ground for future 
stock car racers. 

 
As the years went on, a period of growth occurred which succeeded in making 
stock car racing a mainstream sport in the South and a major player in the na-
tional motor sports picture. In the early 60's there was a lot of technical and fi-
nancial support from the Detroit automakers, which allowed for more extensive 
modifications in performance and safety. 

 
Auto racing has traveled a long and bumpy road in its first 25 years. It had 
evolved from dangerous backwoods tracks that accommodated moon shiners to 
a place where dirt had completely disappeared from the equation. The cars, 
although still stock- appearing, had evolved into high-tech engineered racing 
machines. 

 
During the 90's stock car racing moved from a regional attraction to a national 
phenomenon on the level of other major-league sports. National media outlets 
now cover it on a regular basis. The world of modified racing has seen the talent 
of many drivers over the years such as Ray Everham, Bugsy Stevens, Richie 
Evans and Ted Christopher. 

 
These stars started their career behind the wheel of these ground pounders 
before making it in the big time with NASCAR.  The Modified Racing Series is 
just that stepping stone for young drivers to pursue a career in auto racing. 

 
The Modified Racing Series was founded in 2004 by racers for racers. A group 
of veteran drivers headed by Jack Bateman took to the road and brought fans 
something they didnôt see at their local weekly race tracks. The response was 
unbelievable as fans packed the stands at tracks such as Monadnock Speed-
way, Seekonk Speedway and Lee USA Speedway to see the rolling thunder of 
the Modified Racing Series. Now as the series begins itôs sixth year, it continues 
itôs growth with an outstanding number of members and fans that follow the se-
ries weekly.
